This fall we have been busy exploring and tracking along
the banks of the Winooski River, building (and baking in!) our new Earth Oven, making
fires-by-friction, building new shelters, preserving food (fermenting kim chi, drying ap-
pl esé) tending our perenni al gardens, sin
our awareness and joy through lots of active games!

(est. 2010) meets one or two days a week Thursdays and/or
4 Fridays , from September to June. 13 students, ages 41%.
We began the year cocreating individual learning plans and designing and building a group
mandan-lodge shelter. In addition, each teen spent the night in their own debris-hut survival
shelter made of sticks and leaves. We have also been practicing fifey-friction with both
hand-drill and bow -drill kits; skinning and tanning; journaling; singing songs; building trails,
preparing perennial garden beds, and helping with village projects.
