Singing Songs throughout the 
day marks transitions, celebrates 
the natural world, and enlivens 
or calms the group. 

And, most importantly, songs 
build community where every-
one’s voices can join together.



After joining our voices in song, 
we move into the North-West 
part of the learning cycle, 
where Story of the Day  
is an important routine. 

In the circle we listen and  
reflect on our shared  
experiences with the land.

At the end of the day, we move 
to the North for Storytelling. 

A mentor, Elder or student who 
has prepared a story, begins:

“Once upon a time, a long 
time ago . . .”

Lessons, traditions, and values 
are passed on, stories of a village 
Learning with the Land.

The drumbeat calls us to the 
North-East, to a Closing Circle 
back in Hawthorn Meadow, 
where we thank the land and 
walk out the forest trail.
